CONTEST for the Electronics and Telecommunication
department. The contest, which allowed participants
to explore diverse themes without constraints,
garnered thirty entries featuring technical topics,
webinar conduction, and women empowerment.

Participants were given a limited time to design
posters within specified dimensions and submit them
online To ensure authenticity, an anonymous online
voting process was conducted, with posters uploaded
without designer information.

Results revealed NIKHIL GAIDHANE from the final year
as the winner, and ARYA KULARKAR from the 2nd year
as the runner-up. All participants received
participation certificates, while winners were honored
with certificates and medals.

The contest not only enhanced students’ expressive
skills and creativity but also encouraged exploration of
various online design platforms.

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WORD WIZARD CHALLENGE

ETAS organized the captivating WORD WIZARD CHALLENGE, combining a quiz and spell bee to
assess students’ writing skills and general knowledge. Open to all Electronics and
Telecommunication department students, the event took place on 27/09/2023, Wednesday.

Participants from the first, second, and fourth years engaged in three rounds hosted by Mihir
Jaiswal from the third year. The first round featured non-technical questions, testing knowledge
through picture perception. The second round included English grammar-related questions,
featuring jumble words, dictation, and the Knowledge Knockout abbreviation round. The
Mythological Quest round presented general mythological questions. The third round raised the
complexity with technical and general knowledge questions, including sub-rounds like Who am
